e Gloves (can be surgical gloves) so you don’t need to constantly wash hands
e Acrylic paint tubes (the colours you like) and at least primary colours (plus black and white to be
able to mix any colour)
e White Gesso and impasto if you like the texture
e A4 Visual Diary, Acid Free 125gsm+ (thicker is better)
e 20 X A3 watercolour paper minimum 300gsm
e 20X A2 watercolour paper minimum 300gsm
e Acrylic Satin varnish (optional, to paint at end to seal work)
e Arange of acrylic brushes —fine to wide
e Spatula for mixing paint
e Arange of graphite pencils
e Palette - can be a piece of wood or plastic
e Water bucket and a range of small plastic containers (if you need to store unused paint colours)
e Scissors and stanley knife
e 5xmanilafolder —to cut out shapes or stencil work
e C(Cleaning rags
e Masking Tape
e Portable easel (only if you prefer to paint this way)
e Wooden art board to support your drawing or painting
e Paint markers — posca or similar
e Coloured cartridge paper
e Glue stick
e A few sticks of willow charcoal
o Afew sticks of compressed charcoal
e Astick of white conte
e Kneadable easer
