Sewing Supplies:
e Serviced sewing machine with feed dogs that can be dropped or a darning plate
e Please bring your manual if you have it just in case.
e Free motion foot (also called a darning foot or quilting foot) to suit your machine.
e Sewing machines set up for freemotion can be booked to borrow.
e Extension cord and power board
e Extra bobbins for your machine.
e Embroidery or small scissors for cutting threads and snipping into corners .
e Fabric scissors
e Sewing machine embroidery needles
e Embroidery hoop approx 20cm
e 1m of calico fabric.
e Cotton or polyester threads. Black, White and a few other colours minimum. The more colours
e the better. | will have additional thread available in the class if needed.
e Aselection of fabrics (plain and patterned). Preloved and scraps/off cuts from past projects are
e perfect.
e tulle or organza for layering
e Water-Soluble stabiliser (fabric not plastic) e.g. Vilene Soluvlies Washaway Stabiliser
e Table Lamp/light

Optional additional sewing supplies:
e Quilt basting spray
e Hand sewing/embroidery supplies
e Small embellishments (lace, sheer fabric, trims etc)
e Sewing machine Extension table if you have one
e Portable ironing surface + small iron
