If you have the following, please bring them as they will be useful:

e wire (steel, brass, nickel, silver) of different thicknesses (I will have wire for you, but you may
want your own)

e 'memory-wire' shear cutter

e thin-to-medium weight sheet metal (aluminium is great, also brass, copper)

e jewellery round-nose pliers

e standard larger utility, or ‘linesman’ pliers

e small hand power drill (not Dremel)

e Jewellers saw — Bench pin, Saw blades (#4/0, 2/0, 1)

e Wet/dry sandpapers - an assortment of as many grits as possible - especially the finest grit you
can find. You'll be glad to have them.

e Safety glasses!

* a pair of close-fitting leather safety gloves

* paints (acrylicis good)

e acrylic varnish

e misc found objects - just about anything could be used in a small mobile - hardware, buttons,
broken pottery/glass, paper, wood, plastic toys, pull-tabs, corks, bottlecaps, you name it - just
gather up a boxful of possibilities! The more bits and pieces you have, the more you can play
with.
